So writes Francis Coventry in an essay in 1753.
His criticism though was aimed not at the
flamboyant style of early 18th century gardens
but more at the self opinionated owners who
thought they had taste.  These gardens were in
fact havens of peace and tranquillity, a place to
stroll and soak up the ambience of the place
whatever the time of year.

But Coventry’s essay could explain why this
thearical garden style went out of fashion so
quickly.  In fact so quickly were they purged
that the garden at Painswick is the only
complete survivor of the period.

However the story is never that simple.  
The original layout was changed and 
ultimately the garden abandoned when it 
was over planted by trees.  Painswick is lucky
though as it has a unique asset and that is a
painting dated 1748, by local artist Thomas
Robins, which showed the original design.
This has guided the ambitious restoration
programme that was begun in 1984,
transforming the garden from an overgrown
wilderness to its 18th century glory.

The garden is managed and conrolled by a
charitable trust who is responsible for ensuring
it remains open for generations to come.
