Prices include access to the entire garden, the woodland play area, and all facilities. Final numbers must be confirmed one week in advance.
Getting Here
The garden is located just outside Painswick village (GL6 6TH), 10 minutes from Stroud and 20 minutes from Gloucester. 
Coach Access: Coaches must approach the garden from Gloucester on the B4073, The turn from the A46 onto the B4073 from either direction is too tight for a large vehicle and you will get stuck. When you arrive, please stay on the coach and ring us on 01452 813204. One of our team will come out and meet you.
Recommended Visit Duration
We recommend allowing 2–3 hours for your visit. This allows time to explore the garden, perhaps enjoy a guided tour, visit the café, or browse the shop.
Accessibility
The garden itself was built in a hidden valley almost 300 years ago. Paths are both steep and uneven and we do not recommend using a wheelchair or mobility scooter in the garden due to its difficult terrain.
· Paths: Most main paths are gravel or grass. Most slopes will be challenging for manual wheelchairs and those with limited mobility.
· Facilities: Accessible toilets are located near the entrance and close to the café.
· The garden is not suitable for motorised scooters. Accessibility Map available.
